LOC Position on Integrated Facilities Disposition Plan
DOE has made excellent progress on the Accelerated Cleanup Program (ACP), which is expected to remediate the highest-risk contamination and sites by 2009.  However, the ACP was limited to the scope of the Environmental Management program at the time of inception.  Comprehensive cleanup of the Oak Ridge Reservation must include decontamination and decommissioning (D&D) of deteriorating and surplus Cold War facilities that interfere with modernization efforts at the Y-12 National Security Complex and Oak Ridge National Laboratory (ORNL).  This includes 19 contaminated buildings (3.5 million square feet) at Y-12 and 188 contaminated facilities (1.2 million square feet) at ORNL.  In addition, excess hazardous and/or classified materials remain stored at ETTP that may need to be dispositioned after ACP activities are complete.
The LOC supports the next phase of cleanup work, termed the Integrated Facilities Disposition Plan (IFDP), for the following reasons:
· To eliminate $70-90 million per year of surveillance and maintenance costs, thus allowing programmatic resources at Oak Ridge National Laboratory and Y-12 to be applied to mission-critical activities. 
· To reduce hazards to plants’ personnel and risks of uncontrolled releases from contaminated facilities to the environment.
· To complete environmental remediation of soils and other contamination sources in and below building foundations in accordance with current and expected Records of Decision. 
· To utilize the current haul roads and the CERCLA waste cell, which has sufficient disposal capacity for the D&D wastes.
· To eliminate remaining hazards at ETTP, which are obstacles to the site’s release for industrial or heritage tourism development.
The LOC supports the following actions: 
· Adding IFDP to EM’s scope of work under CERCLA in order to have enforceable milestones under the Federal Facilities Agreement.  
· Timely planning for and level funding of IFDP of approximately $550 million/year (escalated), in order to leverage use of existing expertise in the environmental consulting community as ACP work is completed.
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
