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LOC Position on Long-term Stewardship
DOE, having undertaken planning for Long-Term Stewardship, should take all necessary steps to implement its plan, including:  
· Implement a policy that includes an outline of the potential role of various entities, including local governments.

· Make strong written statements in each Record of Decision committing to implementing and funding long-term stewardship and describing the expected stewardship activities for the site in question.  
· Evaluate the cost, complexity, and economic impact of site stewardship prior to site closure. 
· Commit to funding all long-term stewardship activities, including surveillance, maintenance, and any corrective action in the event of remedy failure.
· Implement funding of recurring expenses of monitoring effectiveness of remediation of ORR, independent of annual appropriations (the CERCLA waste disposal facility is the precedent for stewardship trust funds; similar funds should be set up to monitor analogous stewardship concerns such as Melton Valley closures and watershed groundwater remedies).  

· Develop a program for periodic investigation of residual contamination, including groundwater pathways.
· Begin an education program, address issues of preserving documentation and making it available to the public, and register sites with the appropriate County Register of Deeds in order to append deed restrictions and notices.  
· Regularly communicate progress to and consult with the host governments (City of Oak Ridge and Anderson or Roane Counties) and any other potentially impacted local governments regarding stewardship activities, any necessary coordination, and findings that indicate deficiency or failure of a remedy.
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
