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LOC Position on Public Access to DOE Roads and Railways
LOC believes that federally constructed roads and railways are important transportation resources for public and commercial use.  In addition:

· Access to Oak Ridge Reservation roads is essential for effective emergency response.  DOE must allow timely access for mutual aid emergency response assets when needed.

· DOE should work with local governments to provide access for emergency responders without compromising security.  
· Before considering closure of any additional roads on the Oak Ridge Reservation that are currently open to the public, DOE should consult with impacted local governments.  
· DOE should expand public use of Bethel Valley Road to improve regional traffic patterns. 
· CROET, which now owns the federally constructed railway serving East Tennessee Technology Park, should ensure that the railway be accessible for commerce.
