LOC Position on Transuranic Waste Disposition

LOC supports the Waste Isolation Pilot Project (WIPP), a geological repository in New Mexico that is designated to receive all transuranic (TRU) waste from the DOE complex.  WIPP is already permitted to receive contact-handled TRU waste from the Oak Ridge Reservation.  In addition, there are approximately 2,500 m3 of remote-handled TRU waste at ORR that is designated to be sent to WIPP under the revised permit.  LOC supports the following:

· The New Mexico Environment Department permit allowing disposal of all remote-handled TRU waste in Oak Ridge’s current inventory.  
· Acceptance by WIPP of any new TRU waste streams discovered on the Oak Ridge Reservation.  
· The timely processing and shipping of TRU waste from the Oak Ridge Reservation.

· Use of Oak Ridge’s TRU Waste Treatment Facility to consolidate and characterize TRU waste shipments from other sites, provided that there is a documented final disposition path, and compensation of host communities for the burden of increased shipments.

· Continued funding by DOE’s Oak Ridge Office at levels sufficient to maintain steady progress in TRU waste recovery and disposition efforts.  
The LOC opposes continuation of long-term storage of TRU waste, processed or unprocessed, on the Oak Ridge Reservation.
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
