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LOC Position on Oak Ridge Reservation-related Tourism
In the interest of tourism and the associated regional economic benefits, LOC supports the following activities: 
· Protection of natural assets of the Black Oak Ridge Conservation Easement, the National Environmental Research Park, and the Three Bend area.
· Preservation and interpretation of significant sites of historical interest on ORR and within the LOC-region host communities.

· The National Park Service special resources study of the Oak Ridge Manhattan Project facilities.
· Endeavors to promote heritage tourism and eco-tourism associated with current and former ORR and Manhattan Project assets.

· Effective reindustrialization in a balanced manner should consider community needs.

· Establishment of sound finances for the American Museum of Science (AMSE) and Energy to perpetuate it as the premier tourist destination in Oak Ridge.
· That DOE and its contractors to continue to use AMSE to communicate public information on its missions and research.
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
