II. Approval of the September 9, 2011, Meeting Minutes – Don Edwards moved that the September 9 Board minutes be approved, with a second by Tom Beehan.  The vote for approval was unanimous, and the amended Resolution approved at that meeting was made part of the approved minutes.
III. The agenda for this meeting specified continued discussion and a vote on the dissolution of the 501(c)(3) structure of the Oak Ridge Reservation Local Oversight Committee proposed in the recent Resolution (for signature 10/14) which accompanied the meeting notice sent on October 6.
Don Den Uyl moved the Resolution passed on September 9th be voided, on the basis that the newest Resolution is intended to “replace” the earlier one.  There was a second by Gene Van Horn, but there was a question about whether the motion was valid with respect to Robert’s Rules.  Myron Iwanski asked that the attorney selected to facilitate the dissolution/transition explain the intent of the current Resolution.  Bob Wilkinson noted that the current Resolution under discussion is one step in the process (dissolution) of carrying out the earlier Resolution (transition).  Another step required when voting to approve the new Resolution is for all County Mayors/Executives to have approval of their respective county commissions/ city councils when they vote to participate in the inter-local structure.  To give all counties time to meet and vote approval, Mr. Iwanski moved the Resolution be tabled and a 45 day period provided before another vote is called.  Ron Woody was the second, there was no discussion, and the vote carried with one abstention.
Further transitioning will include recognizing Robert Wilkinson as the attorney to facilitate the transition, and having the mayors sign an inter-local agreement which was provided e-mail by Ron Woody to the mayors/executives.  As all meeting attendees did not receive a copy of the agreement, Mr. Woody summarized the document which referred to the TOA and DOE, named the counties which will participate in the Environmental Management program and emergency management activities for a period of five years.  The purpose of the inter-local agreement is to establish among local governments the implementation of the TOA, to provide a mechanism for on-going review and study of DOE current and planned environmental programs, to provide a forum for citizens to communicate about environmental issues and public concerns, and to enhance emergency management planning and training.
Outlined also were meeting times (annually to set the budget, quarterly, with called meetings as needed,  agenda items to reflect any issues referred by county/community concerns), and possible sub-committees.  When Chair Ellen Smith mentioned that TDEC was omitted from the draft agreement, Tom Beehan moved that the agency be added as point of contact to sections naming interaction with DOE, TEMA, and local governments.  Myron Iwanski was the second, and inclusion of the agency was accepted as a friendly amendment.  Mr. Iwanski moved that the amended inter-local agreement be called to vote, and pointed out that the vote should be only by the mayors/executives and voting alternates since they would be approving the verbiage for approval by their jurisdictions.  Ron Woody was the second.  Don Den Uyl asked that the motion be tabled since two mayors were not present to approve the draft agreement, and the alternates had not received copies to confer with their mayors.  As there were enough voting mayors/ executives present to pass the motion, the vote was taken, with a result of 6 approving and 2 negative votes.  Oak Ridge Mayor Beehan abstained.
Steve Kenworthy, Vice Chair of CAP, proposed an alternative to dissolving the LOC 501(c)3.  It involves setting up a new entity for DOE oversight activities (Board of Mayors/Executives) and shifting the TOA funding to this entity, and provides for the continued existence of a citizen-run, non-profit organization which continues the work of the Citizens Advisory Panel.  The proposal was favorably received, and the Board agreed to have Attorney Wilkinson review feasibility of the proposal.
